Proposed Issuance of Clean Air Act Permit Program Permit and

White Cap, Inc., Chicago

White Cap, Inc., has requested a Clean Air Act Permit Program (CAAPP) permit from the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (Illinois EPA) for its metal parts coating facility located at 1840 North Major Avenue in Chicago. Unlike state operating permits, the CAAPP permit will be enforceable by the United States Environmental Protection Agency, as well as the Illinois EPA.  The company has also requested a revision to its construction permit issued in February, 1999. 

The Illinois EPA has reviewed the permit applications and has concluded that the applications comply with applicable state and federal air pollution control laws and rules, including the Illinois Environmental Protection Act, the federal Clean Air Act, and Illinois' Rules for Air Pollution (35 Ill. Adm. Code: Subtitle B).
