Proposed Issuance of a Clean Air Act Permit Program Permit and

Notice of Public Hearing 

for United Airlines – O’Hare Maintenance Facility 

United Airlines has requested a Clean Air Act Permit Program (CAAPP) permit from the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (Illinois EPA) for its O’Hare Maintenance Facility located at O’Hare International Airport in Chicago. The CAAPP permit will be enforceable by the United States Environmental Protection Agency, as well as the Illinois EPA.  United Airlines has coating booths, fuel storage tanks, space heaters, a dry cleaning unit, and an internal combustion engine for emergency electricity generation at the facility.

The Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (Illinois EPA) will hold a public hearing on Monday, April 19, 1999, at 7:00 p.m. at Oakton Community College, Room 1610, 16100 East Gulf Road, Des Plaines, Illinois. The hearing will be held by the Illinois EPA to receive comments and data and to answer questions from the public prior to making a final decision concerning the permit. Lengthy comments and questions should be submitted to the Illinois EPA in writing. Written comments must be postmarked by midnight May 19, 1999. Comments need not be notarized and should be sent to the Hearing Officer, see address below.

The hearing will be held under the provisions of Subpart A of the Illinois EPA's "Procedures for Permit and Closure Plans" 35 Ill. Adm. Code 166.  All questions about the hearing procedure, requests for copies of the hearing rules, or requests for special needs interpreters should be directed to the Hearing Officer, see below for address. Requests for special needs interpreters must be made to the Hearing Officer by April 9, 1999.

The Illinois EPA has reviewed the permit application and has concluded that the application complies with applicable state and federal air pollution control laws and rules, including the Illinois Environmental Protection Act, the federal Clean Air Act, Illinois' Rules for Air Pollution (35 Ill. Adm. Code: Subtitle B).
