Pursuant to section 307(b)(1) of the Act,
42 U.S.C. § 7607(b)(1), the Petitioner may, within 60 days of publication of notice of this
decision in the Federal Register, seek judicial review of U.S. EPA’s denials in the United States
Court of Appeals for the Seventh Circuit.
