The United States Environmental Protection Agency (U.S. EPA) 1s
issuing the enclosed Finding of Violation (FOV) to Wabash
Environmental Technologies, LLC (Wabash) under Section 113 (a) (3)
of the Clean Air Act (Act), 42 U.S.C. § 7413 (a) (3) We find that
Wabash 1s violating the regulations implementing Title V of the
Act, 42 U.S C. 87661-7661(f), which are set forth at 40 C.F.R.
Part 70, at 1ts Terre Haute, Indiana facility.

Section 113 of the Clean Air Act gives us several enforcement
options. These options include issuing an administrative
compliance order, issuing an administrative penalty order, and
bringing a judicial civil or criminal action. The options we
select may depend on, among other things, the length of time you
take to achieve and demonstrate continuous compliance with the
rules cited in the FOV.

We are offering you an opportunity to confer with us about the
violations alleged in the FOV. The conference will give you an
opportunity to present information on the specific findings of
viclation, any efforts you have taken to comply, and the steps
you will take to prevent future violations.

Specaifically, Wabash has operated and continues toc operate a
centrialized waste treatment facility in violation of the rules at
40 C.F R Part 70, governing the Title V permitiing provisionsg of
Section 502 of the Clean Air Act, 42 U 8 C § 766la. Evidence of
the violations consists of a multi-media inspection conducted at
the facility

FINDING OF VIOLATION

The United States Environmental Protection Agency (U.S. EPA) 1s
issuing this Finding of Violation under Section 113 (a) (3) of the
Clean Air Act (the Act), 42 U.S.C. § 7413 (a) (3}. U.S. EPA fainds
that Wabash Environmental Technologies, LLC (Wabash) s violating
the regulationsg implementing Title V of the Act, 42 U.S.C §§
7661-7661(f), which are set forth at 40 C.F.R Part 70

Statutory and Requlatory Background

1. Section 502(a) of the Act, 42 U.S.C. § 766la(a), states that
1t shall be unlawful for any person to violate any
requirement of a Title V permit or to operate a major source
without a Title V permit. Section 502(b) of the Act, 42
U.8.C. § 766la(b), requires the Administrator of U.S. EPA to
promulgate regulations establishing the minimum elements of
a Title V permit program.

2. On July 21, 1992, U.S. EPA promulgated regulations required
by the Act for Title V state operating permit programs.
57 Fed. Reg. 32295. These regulations are codified at
40 C.F.R. Part 70.

3. U.S. EPA promulgated final interim approval of the Indiana
Title V program on November 14, 1995 (60 Fed. Reg. 57188),
and the program became effective on December 14, 1995. EPA
granted final full approval of the Indiana Title V program
effective November 30, 2001. 40 C.F.R. Part 70, Appendix A.

4. 40 C.F.R. § 70 1(b) providesg that all sources subject to the
regulations at Part 70 shall have a permit Lo operate that
assures compliance by the source with all applicable
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reguirements

40 C.F.R. § 70.5(b) requires any applicant who fails to
submit any relevant facts or who has submitted incorrect
information in a permit application, upon becoming aware of
such failure or incorrect submittal, to promptly submit such
supplementary facts or corrected information

Secticn 113 {a) (3) of the Act, 42 U.S.C.8§7413(a) (3), provides
U 8. EPA with several enforcement options for violations of,
inter alia, Subchapter V (Title V) of the Act, 42 U.S.C.S§§
7661-7661(f) .

Wabash’s Facility

Wabash owns and operates a centralized waste treatment
facility at 1331 South First Street, Terre Haute, Indiana.

The Indiana Department of Environmental Management (IDEM)
issued to Wabash Environmental Technologies, LLC (formerly
known as Schering-Plough Animal Health Corporation) a

Title V permit (Permit No. T167-7544-00004) on June 9, 1999,
for an animal pharmaceutical producticon facility.

On September 28, 2000, IDEM issued an administrative
amendment to the Title V permit (Permit No. T167-7544-
00004). The administrative amendment consisted of a name
and ownership change from Schering-Plough Animal Health
Corporation to the current name, Wabash Environmental
Technologies, LLC.

Wabash owns a soy and protein blending process on the same
s1te as 1ts centralized waste treatment facility. Thas
blending process is leased to and operated by a third party.
This emission unit was not listed in Wabash’s Title V permit
(Permit No. T167-7544-00004).

Wabash owns and operates a waste treatment plant, which
includes an equalization tank, a neutralization tank, two
aeration tanks, two clarifier tanks, a scum collection tank,
a digester tank, two filter tanks and a thickener tank.
These emission units were not listed in Wabash’s Title V
permit (Permit No. T167-7544-00004).

Wabash no longer cperates a 30,000 pound per day Clinacox
pharmaceutical premix feed blending/bagging facility. This
emission unit was listed in Wabash’s Title V permit

(Permit No. T167-7544-00004) .
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13. Wabash o longer opsrates a Zsranol pharmaczeutical producing
operation This emission unic was liisted in Wabash'’s Tatle
V permit {Permit No. T167-7544-0C004)

14. Wabash no longsr operates two 16.6 million Braitisn T
Unit per hour (BTU/hr)of heat input natural gas boilers
These emission units were listed in Wabash's Title V
(Permit No. T167-7544-00004)
