We have reviewed the Indiana Department of Environmental Management’s (IDEM) December
14, 2011, draft amendments (LSA Document #11-251) to prevention of significant deterioration
(PSD) (326 TAC 2-2) and new source review rules (326 IAC 2-3) for particulate matter less than
2.5 microns (PM; s), and have the following comments:

L.

In IDEM’s draft rules, the definition of "major source baseline date" (326 IAC 2-2-
1(ee)(1)) says "in the case of PM and sulfur dioxide, January 6, 1975" and the definition'
of "minor source baseline date" (326 1IAC 2-2-1(gg)(1)(A)) says "in the case of PM and
sulfur dioxide, August 7, 1977.” However, the Environmental Protection Agency’s
October 20, 2010, PM, 5 PSD final rule (75 FR 64864) made revisions to these definitions
in the federal rule. The definition of “major source baseline date” in 40 CFR
51.166(b)(14)(i)(a) was revised to say "in the case of PM; and sulfur dioxide, January 6,
1975." Likewise, the definition of "minor source baseline date" in 40 CFR
51.166(b)(14)(i1)) was revised to say "in the case of PM;¢ and sulfur dioxide, August 7,
1977." We recommend that IDEM revise these definitions consistent with the changes to
the federal rule.

A lawsuit has been filed challenging the PM; 5 significant impact levels (SILs) and
significant monitoring concentration (SMC) that we promulgated as part of the October
20, 2010, PM, 5 PSD final rule. While Region 5 has no adverse comments on IDEM's
adoption of the PM; 5 SILs and SMC from the federal rule, the legal challenge may result
in a court decision or agency action that could affect the approvability of state submittals
such as Indiana’s that include the current PM, 5 SILs and SMC.
