Purpose of the Air Pollution Control Program Work Plan

The purpose of document is to identify air program goals, objectives, and commitments necessary to support a grant for an air pollution control program.  This document identifies the priorities, work to be accomplished, and describes how your Agency and EPA will work together for the benefit of the public and the environment.  The development and implementation of your work plan - the decisions regarding the establishment of goals, objectives, priorities, components, and evaluation of your Agency’s progress – directly involves managers in both agencies.

EPA and the state and local agencies’ responsibilities include meeting federal and state environmental requirements; outlining how both agencies will collaborate to achieve joint priorities; identify work commitments and corresponding reporting requirements.  Your work plan applies to activities and results your Agency will complete and accomplish by October 1, 2010 through September 30, 2011.

Roles of Grantee and Region 5 EPA

This document defines the roles of Ohio EPA and EPA Region 5 will undertake to meet the program commitments outlined in the Work Plan. Ohio EPA and EPA recognize the primary role of Ohio EPA in administering Federal environmental programs delegated to the state under Federal law and in carrying out state programs prescribed under State law. EPA Region 5’s role in assisting Ohio EPA includes: addressing multi-State or national issues directly; implementing programs not delegated to Ohio EPA; and working on targeted sectors, watersheds or airsheds in conjunction with Ohio EPA. Several activities are common to both Ohio EPA and EPA Region 5, such as permitting, compliance, enforcement, monitoring and outreach.

Work Plan Components

The program elements in this document are recommended to be included in your Clean Air Act, Section 105 work plan or in your PPG or PPA.  You may use any format you choose, however, please include in your work plan the measures identified in this document and the following information:

1. Air Program Priorities – Joint Priorities; State specific priorities, and areas for disinvestment, if applicable

2. Quality Assurance
3. Administrative Requirements
4. Essential air pollution control program elements – i.e. criteria pollutants, permitting, air monitoring, air toxics, and enforcement and compliance assurance.

5. Budget – Including detail and narrative

6. EPA Work Plan Components – Link the scope of work to EPA’s Strategic Plan, Goals 1 or  5, Outcomes (short-term, medium-term, long-term), Outputs (activities and measures), Progress Target Dates, and Status/Progress Comments (due when reporting required).  
AIR PROGRAM PRIORITIES

Joint Air Program Priorities 

The identification of joint priorities and opportunities for Ohio EPA and EPA Region 5 to collaborate to achieve environmental improvement will occur through program to program discussions.  The process highlights the overall priority between EPA Region 5 and Ohio EPA to focus increased efforts on measuring and managing for environmental results. The Joint Priorities as listed below have been incorporated into the work plan for each of the programs. 
Ohio EPA will support the following Regional Office priorities:

Greenhouse Gases: Work with states and local agencies to build their capacity to implement the proposed Prevention of Significant Deterioration (PSD) and Title V Tailoring Rule. Continue to promote and expand awareness and encourage participation in voluntary GHG reduction programs and activities. 

Ozone, Lead, PM2.5, and Regional Haze:  Act on State Implementation Plan (SIP) submissions and redesignation requests including regional haze control strategy plans, assist in designating areas for the revised lead standard and ozone standard, and begin working with states on developing attainment plans for areas designated nonattainment for ozone. 

Clean Air Interstate Rule. Assist states with CAIR emissions monitoring and reporting. 

Ambient Monitoring. Work with state and local agencies to implement the near-source lead monitoring network; develop NO2 monitoring plans; provide assistance for changes in 2011 ozone monitoring season, if required; communicate any required changes to each state’s ozone monitoring network for non-urban and lower population areas for inclusion in annual monitoring network plans; ensure certification of 2010 data submitted to AQS database by May 1, 2011; and, ensure readiness of remaining required NCore monitoring, such as PM10-2.5 mass, due to start on January 1, 2011. 
Air Toxics. Delegate and provide assistance to co-regulators for section 111, certain section 112, and section 129 standards; increase emphasis on implementing programs and activities that contribute to reducing exposure to air toxics in areas that are experiencing disproportionate impacts. Support the OAR/Office of Enforcement and Compliance Assurance (OECA) community air toxics initiative in selected pilot areas.

Areas for Disinvestment (if applicable) 
The grantee should identify any areas for air program disinvestment here, in the event funding is reduced, redirected to support other priorities, or is otherwise not available.  The grantee should develop a strategy for disinvestments.  Ohio EPA will work with US EPA to identify areas of disinvestment if funding is reduced.

QUALITY ASSURANCE

Quality Assurance Management Plan 

Because the programs included under your Work Plan, involve the collection and use of environmental data by the Recipient on EPA’s behalf, the Recipient is also required to operate these programs following an approved Quality Management Plan (QMP).  Through Federal Regulations, EPA requires that recipients of funds for work involving environmental data comply with the American National Standard – Specifications and Guidelines for Quality Systems for Environmental Data Collection and Environmental Technology Programs.   Documenting how the Recipient will comply with those provisions, the Recipient’s QMP approved by EPA in November, 2000; the QMP implementation was assessed by US EPA in 2003; and revisions have been made to the original document in September 2003 and again in 2005.
The Recipient and EPA have agreed that the Recipient will continue to approve project-level Quality Assurance Project Plans (QAPPs). 

EPA is required to assess the implementation of the approved Quality Management Plan.  To facilitate these assessments, the Recipient will submit a letter to EPA Region 5 each year which”

· Identifies any minor revisions needed and/or incorporated into the QMP during the preceding year,

· Confirms that the QMP approved by EPA is still in effect; and

· Identifies QAPPs approved by the Recipient for environmental programs encompassed by the QMP.

Ohio EPA will submit a letter to EPA Region 5 with the information outlined above.
Management System

The Recipient has in place policies and standard operating procedures in order to manage the grant funds associated with completing the work plan components outlined below.  

Ohio EPA follows established fiscal policies to manage grant funds, and senior management will track the work associated with the work plan essential elements.  Progress on SIP work, permitting and enforcement is discussed on monthly conference calls with US EPA.  
ADMINISTRATIVE REQUIREMENTS

A. Work Plan Negotiations.  The Recipient will participate in negotiations with EPA to submit a final grant work plan and application that contains Environmental Results Outputs, Outcomes, and links work to EPA’s Strategic Goals.  

Recipient has the option to use the suggested “Work Plan Template” in this document to develop their work plan.  Additional Measures and Target Dates should be completed by the recipient when negotiating the work plan components with EPA.  The Status/Progress Comments column should be completed by Recipient as part of the Annual Performance Report.

B. Annual Meeting.  The Recipient will participate with EPA in an annual meeting to discuss Air Program issues.


C. Performance Evaluation Process and Reporting Schedule.  The Recipient will include in the work plan a performance evaluation process and reporting schedule in accordance with Section 35.115 of 40 CFR 35.107.


D. Time Frames for Progress.  The Recipient will include in the Work Plan commitments for each program measure and a time frame for their accomplishment.

E. Reporting Requirements.  Ohio EPA will continue to report to EPA the necessary information as required and agreed upon, including required timelines. It is recognized that reporting requirements beyond those specifically mentioned in this agreement do exist. Those requirements often relate to populating national databases or to tracking performance against priority activities identified in the internal Ohio EPA work plans. These requirements may be embodied in a variety of existing agreements and are not reiterated in this work plan. 

A Final Report shall be submitted to the EPA Project Officer within 90 days after the project period has ended.  The administrative closing documents shall be submitted to EPA’s Assistance Section and the Final Financial Status Report shall be submitted to the EPA Las Vegas Finance Center within 90 days after the project period has ended.

During these conference calls, newly discovered violators will be identified, and we will be prepared to discuss the date, case lead, evidence, time line for resolution, the status of cases subject to State agreements deferred to by the U.S. EPA, SEP project information for purposes of measuring pollution prevention and injunctive and penalty relief, which collects at least the economic benefit, or utilizes the principles of the Supplemental Enforcement Project (SEP) Policy dated 1/1/91.  Copies of all DWLs and F&Os will be sent to the U.S. EPA along with the minutes of the EC meetings.  Consent Decrees/Orders will also be submitted shortly after signature by the judge. Draft penalty calculations for F&O’s will routinely be provided with the EC minutes.  The penalty calculations associated with Consent Decrees/Orders will be provided upon request and only with the approval of the Assistant Attorney General(s) working on the case.
12.  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1The DAPC will continue, upon request, to work with U.S. EPA in the development of enforcement cases for which the U.S. EPA has the lead role.
13.  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1The analysis of asbestos samples by a private contractor will continue to be handled in accordance with U.S. EPA’s guidance.  The Analysis Report will be obtained from the contractor once the analysis is completed.
14.  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1The DAPC will work with U.S. EPA staff on the U.S. EPA “ECHO” project as resources (i.e., monies and personnel) allow.
15.  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1As resources allow, DAPC will send a representative to the annual AFS workshop. DAPC will provide input to U.S. EPA on periodic requests for compliance screens.
16.  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1For all facilities for which the Radionuclide NESHAP is applicable, DAPC will insert the following statement into the permits upon issuance or renewal: “This facility is subject to and shall be in compliance with all parts of 40 CFR 61, Subparts A, B, H, I, Q, R, T or W, as applicable.  These regulations are solely enforceable by U.S. EPA.”
