The Minnesota Pollution Control Agency (MPCA), being fully advised in the premises and with the
consent of Great Lakes Coal & Dock Company hereby adopts this Amendment One to the Amended
Findings and Order (hereinafter Original Order) that was issued to Great Lakes Coal & Dock Company
August 25, 1992. The Original Order was issued to Great Lakes Coal & Dock Company and is part of
Minnesota's State Implementation Plan (SIP) to control emissions of particulate matter in Ramsey
County. The SIP, including the Original Order, was approved by the U.S. Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA) on February 15, 1994. The MPCA intends to submit this Amendment One to the EPA
for approval as part of the SIP.

In making the changes, underline denotes additions and strikethrough denotes deletions to
the original language.

1. Amendment One authorizes the following revision to number 8 of the Findings
portion of the Original Order:

8. The MPCA has promulgated rules preventing any person from emitting any
pollutant “in such an amount or in such a manner as to cause or contribute to a violation
of any ambient air quality standard beyond such person’s property line...” Minn. Rules
pt. 70059.0020 (19943). Minn. Rules pt. 7009.0080 sets primary and secondary ambient
air quality standards for PM-10 that are the same as the NAAOS: 150 micrograms per
cubic meter, maximum 24-hour average concentration and 50 micrograms per cubic
meter, @r_lual arlthmeuc mean.
