20.1 1.63.2 SCOPE: This Part is applicable to all stationary sources of air pollutants located withinBernalillo 
County which are subject to the requirements of 40 CFR Part 60, as amended in the Federal Register through July 1, 
1999. 

A. Exempt: 
(1) This Part does not apply to sources within Bemalillo County which are located on Indian lands 

over which the Albuquerque/BemalilloCounty Air Quality Control Board lacksjurisdiction. 
(2) Exclude 40 CFR 60, Subpart AAA, Standardsof Performance for New Residential Wood 

Heaters. 
B. Variances: The variance provisions of 20.1 1.7 NMAC, Variance Procedures, Revised 

Ordinancesof Albuquerque Section 9-5-1-8, Bemalillo County Code, Section 30-37, and NMSA 1978 Section 74-2­
8 shall not apply to this Part or the incorporated federal standards.

Standards. Prosecution for a violation under prior regulation wording shall be governed and prosecuted under the 

ordinance, Part,or regulation section in effect at the time the violation was committed.
