8.1 INTRODUCTION 

· Se5_!j_OJl!r20_:....l9_~_0_t.]t_C:~ __ Sury_:~jJJ?J}.~£. of the Requi re:r.ents for Pre­
paration, l\dOi)tion, and Stt]1:1itt<::.l of Impleri;cntation Plans sets forth 
requirements thc;t the procedures to be used by th2 State for source 
surv.::i llance throughout the State 1r.ust include or iJl'OVide. 

The requirements of S~ction 420.19 are: 

(a) E11ch plan shall provide for monitoring the stutus of 
cornplic:nce \1ith 11r.y rules and reguliltions v.ihich set 
forth any portion of the control $trategy. Speci­
fically, each pl<:J.n shall, as a minir:·~m;, provide for:

Legally enforceable procedures for requiring 
ovmc:rs or cpercitors of stat"ionary sources to 
maintain records of, and per~odically report 
to the State infon7!ation on, the n3ture and 
amount of emissions from such station0.ry 
sources and/or such other information vs may 
be necr::ssary to enub 1 e the State to determine 
whether such sourcss are in corr.pl i ance \·:i th 
o.pp1icc.ule port-ions of the control strategy. 

Periodic testing and inspection of station­
ary sources. 

Establish~ent of a system for detecting 
violations of ar:y rules and re~ulations 
through the enforcement of cpprcpriate 
visible emission limitations and for 
investigatfog cor::plaints. 

(b) As used in this secticn, 11 stc:ttionu.ry so!Jrces" means 
sources of a cluss or cat29ory v:hich, for purposes 
of construction or ~edification~ would be subject to 
procedures established pursuant to~ 420.18. 

This sectio~ of the Imple~entation Plan describes the procedures to be 
used thro:.ighout the State of iiorth Dakota for so:Jrce survei 11 ance 
according to the format of Sccti0n 1+20.19. 

The North Dakota SL~te Depcirt11:ent of Health has the rcspcnsi­
bility and the authority for soui'ce s~1rveillc:nce throughout the State. 
The Department c0nducts all scurc2 surve~llance througho~1t the State 
with the exception of op·2n bur-rdns) visible er~:issions, nuisances, and 
complaint investi~;ations. In th2se areas of surveillance, the Depart­
ment is assisted by d·istrict, county) and city health dcpart1.1ents.

Source surveillance starts with the Department's permit sys tern. A 11 
existing installations or sources are required within one year of effective 
date of Regulation No. 23-25, the Horth Dilkota Air Pollution Control Regula­
tions (formerly Regulat-ion llo. 82) eitll·2r to submit application for a per111it 
to operate in accordance \lilh R23-25-01, Section 1.090, Subsection l .092 of 
R8gulation tfo. 23-·25 or subrnit a co:1:~liance plan in accordance 1·:ith R2 25-01, 
Sec ti on 1. 130, Subsection l. 132 that \·ti 11 bri 119 the ins te< 11 at ion or source 
into compliance. Thus, all installations or sources are expected to be 
registered 1·1ith the Departn:ent by f?eS1•1:::a1y i";-~. The follc;·1ing procedui·es 
will be used to 1r.onitor con:pliance v1ith applicable: rulss and Regulations: 

(l) The O\·rners or operators of station.ary installations or 
sources must, if required to by the Department, in 
accordance with R23~25-0l, Section l.100 of Regul2tion No. 
R23-25 install, maintain and use monitoring equipment cf 
a type acceptable to the Department. The results of tests, 
emission data and other information specified by the Depart­
ment shall be recorded and maintained by the operator of 
the installation or scu1~ce. This idormatio:1 1·1ill be 
available to the DeparDn~nt for inspection at reasonable 
tim::s. Reports of suimmries of emission data, including 
monitor tapes, correlated with appropriate standards and 
exp 1 a i ni ng any emissions above regulatory 1 i G'lits must 
be submitted to the Department. Emission data from these 
reports as correlated 1·1ith applicable emission limitations 
will be furnished to the public upon request. Specific 
monitoring, recording and reporting requirements will 
·be included as a condition of an operating p::r:nit for 
each installation or source affected. Installations or 
sources which will be subject to monitoring and reporting 
requirements wi 11 be designated by the Dcpartn!ent after 
appro;Jri ate study to determine the necessity of such 
monitoring and reporting. 

(2) The Department will establish a syste~ of scheduled inspec­
tion of all n;ajor stationary installations or sources. The 
following installations or sources are expected to be 
inspected on a periodic basis: 

1. Chemical Process Industries 

{a) Charcoal 

2. Food and Agricultural Industries 

(a) Alfalfa Dehydrating 

(b) Feed and Grain 

{c) Fertilizers 
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(d) Meat Smokehouses 

(e) Starch Manufacturing 

3. Metallurgical Industries 

(a) Gray Iron Foundries 

4. Mineral Products Industries 

(a) Asphalt Roofing 

(b) Asphaltic Concrete Batching 

(c) Bricks and Related Clay Refractories 

( d ) C l ay and F l ya s h S i n t e r i n g 

(e) Coal Cleaning and Drying 

(f) Concrete Batching 

(g) Rock, Gravel, and Sandquarrying, and Processing 

5. Petroleum Refining and Petrochemical Operations 

6. Petroleum Storage (bulk terminals) 

7. Fossil Fuel Steam.Electric Power Plants 

8. Refuse Disposal Sites 

9. Incinerators 

Other sources \·1i 11 be inspected peri odi cal ly if the Department 
determines the necessity of such insp-2ction. Inspections may 
be made either announced or unannounced at the discretion of 
the Department. 

The purposes of these inspections include the following functions: 

1. Inventory and register sources of air pollution. 

2. Check compliance with permit system, including 
condi· ti ona l permits. 

3. Check compliance vJith conditions of variances. 

4. Inspect monitoring devices and checks records 
for accuracy. 

5. Take samples of fuel, rcJ1·1 mu.terials or air 
contami ncrnts us appropri a tc. 
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If violations are discovered in the course of inspection, 
notices of violation will be issued for all offenses. If 
more detni led source testing appears necessary to confirm 
vi o 1 a ti ans, the Department wi 11 require the o~·:ner or 
operator of the installation or source to have necessa1~ 
tests made as per R23-25-01, Section 1.110, Subsec-
tion l. ll 2 of Reguli:rtfon No. 23-25 or the Department v:i 11 
hi re a certified testing laboratory to conduct necessary 
tests for the Department. 

(3) The system for detecting violations of any rules and 
regulations through the enforc0ment of the visible 
emissions lirnitlltions of R23-25-·03 of Regulation i'!o. 23-25 
and for investigating cor11plaints consists of the entire 
professional air pollution control program staff of the 
Departrn<:nt assisted by district, county, and city health 
department personne1. 

District, county, and city hea 1th department personnel 
have been authorized to perform and are presently 
responsible for the following functions within their areas 
of jurisdiction: 

1. Enforcement of the open burning restrictions of 
R23-25-04 of Regulation No. 23-25. 

2. Investigation of citizen co:T;plaints and citing 
violations, if any. 

3. Investigation of public nuisances and citing viola­
tions,' if any. 

·4. Inves~igation of equipment breakdowns and upsets. 

5. Inspection of incinerators. 

6. Observing of other sources within their areas of 
jurisdiction and reporting violations to the 
Department. 

District, county, and city health department personnel 
will be trained for the detection and citation of visible 
emissions violations and enforce:1'.ent of e1~1ergency regula­
tions during air pollution episodes. They Nill be 
capable of tl1ese functions by .flay 30, 1973.i\_t..

The professional staff of the Deparbnent is responsible 
for tile enforcement of all other regulations throughout 
the State and are responsible for the enforcement of all 
regulations where the distrjct, county, or city health 
department has insu-;ticient personr1el to perfonn the 
functions authorized. 
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All installations in violation of applicable rules and 
regulations are presented a verbal notice of violation 
and cease and desist order. All verbal notices of 
violation and cease and desist orders are follrn·1ed up by 
a written notice of violation and cease and desist order. 
In the event that a follow-up investigation reveals that 
the violation has not been corrected, the violator is 
prosecuted in court. Violation of rules and regulations 
is punishable by a criminal penalty as a misdemeanor as 
per Section 23-25-10 of Chapter 23-25 of the North Dakota 
Century Code. If violations continue, the Oepartr1·;ent vlill 
obtain an injunction or initiate proceedings to r2voke 
the permit to operate for the installation or source. 
The above procedure is f o 11 cv1ed by the Depa rtrnen t and the 
dis tr-i ct> county, and city hea 1th departments. 
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
