BACKGROUND:

Engineered Polymer Solutions (EPS) is a facility engaged in manufacturing resins of polyurethane, alkyd, and unsaturated polyesters for paints and coatings.  EPS is a Title V company but is not in the RECLAIM program.  EPS submitted an initial Title V application on February 19, 2002.  The District issued the initial Title V Permit to EPS on January 16, 2009.

Upon receiving the Title V Permit, the company did not agree with certain portions of the permit and filed an appeal with the District’s Hearing Board.  A letter dated February 5, 2010 outlines the items in the Title V permit that were appealed (see Appendix).  After numerous meetings and discussions there was an agreement to resolve the issues presented in the appeal.  A letter dated October 25, 2010 outlines the agreements that were reached in the amendment of the Title V permit (see Appendix).

The items under “Prior Agreements” in the October 25, 2010 letter have been changed and the permit has been updated.  The items under “Unfinalized Modification” in the October 25, 2010 letter have also been resolved and changed in the permit.

There are no outstanding open applications for EPS, therefore, the Title V permit shows the current list of equipment that is in operation at the facility and their corresponding conditions to operation.



CONCLUSIONS/RECOMMENDATIONS

The Title V permit under the application for initial Title V permit (Application No. 411824) shall be revised.
