MFG, GALILEO, INC.


SPARKS FACILITY

I. Introduction and General Description of Operations 
This permit pertains to the operations of the Sparks Facility of MFG Galileo, Inc. which is located at  855 E. Greg St., Sparks, Nevada  89431. The Sparks facility manufactures composite products (SIC # 3089 / Misc. Plastic Parts) for distribution throughout the United States. The processes to be used include:

1) Open Molding with Covered cure;

2) Open molding without covered cure;

3) RTM Light – A closed molding process;  and

4) V RIM – A Vacuum Resin Infusion Molding; 

Emissions from the composite manufacturing process result from the evaporation of resin and catalytic products used in the manufacturing process. These are organic chemicals, some of which are both volatile organic compounds (VOC) and listed hazardous air pollutants (HAP). Additional organic solvent emissions also come from Mold release, mold and gun cleaning operations. Some of these are non-VOC organic emissions (ie., VOC exempted compounds).

Emissions include listed HAPs which are principally Styrene and Methyl Methacrylate. Both stack and in plant fugitive emissions are created by the facility operations. The composite manufacturing operations are subject to the requirements of the Reinforced Plastics Composites MACT standard promulgated by EPA as 40 CFR 63 Subpart WWWW. The MACT compliance date for this source will be the final issue date of this permit, as compliance is deemed BACT under local district rules. Compliance is required per 40 CFR 63 Subpart WWWW table 2 on the date 3 years after the facility becomes a major source.

The source is an existing one, which previous to the issue of this permit has been a synthetic minor source with an enforceable cap, accepted by the operator for the purpose of keeping emissions below major source thresholds. The operators have been submitting monthly reports showing compliance with the synthetic emissions limit on a rolling 12 month basis. This Title V permit is being issued by the District to MFG Galileo Composites to allow for increased emissions at the facility, together with the addition of some new composite manufacturing process lines. An authority to Construct will be required if and when these new lines are added. The terms and conditions of the existing synthetic minor source permit issued by the District are included in this Title V permit.

A complete list of equipment (except insignificant sources) from which emissions are allowed under this permit is given in Attachment A. Emissions listed in Attachment B entitled "Emissions Inventory Table" constitute best engineering estimates of the potential emissions of equipment subject to regulation as set forth in the permit application. Attachment C lists insignificant sources.

These are locally derived regulations and are not federally enforceable.

  B. Federally Enforceable Regulations and Applicable Requirements: 

The permittee is required to comply with the following general provisions of the Washoe County District Health Dept. (WCDHD) Regulations Governing Air Quality Management which are federally enforceable: 


1. No NSPS standards in existence at the time of permit issuance, apply to the operations of this facility.
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2. Code of Federal Regulations, Title 40, Part 63; Subpart A ‑ General Provisions;  Subpart WWWW ‑ National Emission Standards for Reinforced Plastics Composites - specifically 63.5780 through 63.5930 does apply to this facility. Conditions requiring compliance are included in this permit. Although 40 CFR 63, Subpart PPPP for Miscellaneous Plastic Parts Coatings does not apply at the time of this permit issuance, the operator reports that the facility may become applicable during the life of the permit. Current usage of subject coatings is well below the 100 gallons per year threshold, but the use of subject materials may increase as market conditions require. Conditions requiring compliance with Subpart PPPP once triggered are included in this permit.

4. The source shall be subject to all applicable provisions of Section 112 of the Clean Air Act.


All the requirements of this permit noted below shall be considered as Federally enforceable unless marked with a double asterisk. 

III. General Obligations of Permittee Pursuant to District Regulation 030.960

The permittee shall comply with the following general requirements:  


A. Duty to Comply ‑ The permittee shall comply with all terms and conditions of this permit. It shall not be a defense for a permittee in an enforcement action that it would have been necessary to halt or reduce the permitted activity in order to maintain compliance with the conditions of this permit. In addition to compliance with the terms of the permit, the source shall be operated in a manner consistent with the operations described in the application for permit. (Reference 40 CFR 70.6 (a)(6)(i) and (ii)).

B. Violation ‑ Any permit noncompliance constitutes a violation and is grounds for enforcement actions; for permit termination, revocation and reissuance, or modification; or for denial of a permit renewal application. Each day of non-compliance constitutes a separate violation. (Reference 40 CFR 70.6 (a)(6)(i)).

C. Permit Transfer ‑ Upon change of control or ownership, the applicant shall notify any succeeding owner or operator of this facility of the existence of this permit in writing, a copy of the notification shall be provided to the District. The terms and conditions of  this permit shall be binding on all subsequent owners or operators. A request for an Administrative amendment shall be sought for changes in ownership or address of the facility.   (Reference 40 CFR 70.7(d)(1)(iv)).

D. Operational Flexibility ‑ The permittee is authorized to make physical or operational changes consistent with the conditions of this permit without applying for or obtaining a new permit or an amendment to this permit, provided that the emissions from the unit or group of units will not exceed the applicable regulations and/or permit limitations and prior notice (if required by District Regulation 030.950) is provided to the District. (Reference 40 CFR 70.4 (b) (12), Clean Air Act Section 502(b)(10).


E. Section 502 (b)(10) Changes - The permittee shall monitor for and record, any section 502(b)(10) change to the source, which is defined as a change that would contravene an ex  permit term as described in section 030.950 (B). Notice must be given to the Air Quality Division and the EPA for any such change seven days in advance of enactment. The changes cannot be modifications under Title I of the CAA, and no permit shield can cover 502 (b) (10) changes. (Reference 40 CFR 70.4 (b) (12), Clean Air Act Section 502(b)(10).

F. Emissions Trading ‑ No permit revision shall be required for increases in emissions allowed under any approved economic incentives, marketable permits, emissions trading, or other similar programs or processes for changes that are provided for elsewhere in this permit and that are authorized by the applicable requirement. The permittee has requested and has been granted the right for trading emissions increases and decreases within the facility to the extent the applicable requirements provide for such trading and have been approved as tradable by the Control Officer. (Reference 40 CFR 70.6 (a)(8)).

G. Notification Requirements ‑ The permittee must promptly report any event which results in any excess emissions or any other deviation from the requirements of this permit, including those due to emergency upset conditions, in accordance with District regulation 020.075 and 020.076. The reporting timeframes shall be as specified in 020.075. (Reference 40 CFR 70.6 (a)(3)(iii)(B)).
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H. Certification of Truth, Accuracy, and Completeness ‑ Any application form, report, or compliance certification submitted pursuant to District Regulations shall contain certification by a responsible official of truth, accuracy, and completeness and state that based on information and belief formed after reasonable inquiry, the statements and information in the document are true, accurate, and complete. See Attachment D. (Reference 40 CFR 70.5 (d) and 70.6(a)(3)(iii)(A)).

I. Permit Reopenings ‑ This permit may be terminated, suspended, reopened, amended for cause. Any request from the permittee for revisions to the permit, planned non-compliance or other planned changes shall not stay the conditions of the permit. This permit must be reopened and revised if any of the following occur (Reference 40 CFR 70.6 (a)(6)(iii) and 70.7(f)(1)(i)-(iv)).

1. Additional requirements become applicable to the equipment subject to this permit and three or more years remain before the permit expires;


2. Additional requirements become applicable to an affected source under the acid rain program;


3. The Control Officer or the EPA Administrator determines that the permit contains a material mistake, inaccurate statements were made in establishing the emission standards, other terms or conditions of the permit, or the permit must be revised or revoked to ensure compliance with the applicable requirements or District regulations.


4. The EPA Administrator finds that cause exists pursuant to District Regulation 030.960(D)(1)(a) or (b), or in response to a public petition.


J. Severability ‑ The provisions of this permit are severable, and should any one or more be determined to be illegal or unenforceable, the validity of the other provisions shall not be affected. The rights and obligations of the permittee shall be construed and enforced as if the permit did not contain the particular provision held to be invalid and the applicable requirements underlying these provisions shall remain in force. (Reference 40 CFR 70.6 (a)(5)).

K. Property Rights ‑ This permit does not convey any property rights of any sort, or any exclusive privilege. This permit does not release the permittee from the duty to comply with any requirements of any applicable statute, ordinance, code or law, including any Federal requirements, statues of the State of Nevada, County of Washoe, city ordinances or other legal requirements. (Reference 40 CFR 70.6 (a)(6)(iv)).   


L. Duty to Pay ‑ Failure to pay fines, fees or other approved charges from the District may result in enforcement action or termination of the permit or both. All fines, fees or other approved charges are due and payable within 30 days of receipt of the invoice by the permittee. (Reference 
40 CFR 70.6 (a)(7)).
M. Compliance Statement ‑ The permittee shall submit a compliance statement signed by a responsible official due each year on the anniversary of the date of issuance. The statement shall conform to the provisions of District Regulation 030.970(A). (Reference 40 CFR 70.6 (c)(3)).

N. Defenses to Enforcement Actions - 


1. Need to Halt Activity ‑ It shall not be a defense for a permittee in an enforcement action that it would have been necessary to halt or reduce activity to maintain compliance. (Reference 40 CFR 70.6 (a)(6)(ii)).
2. Emergency Upset, Breakdown or Scheduled Maintenance ‑ An emergency upset or breakdown condition shall be an affirmative defense to an enforcement action only if the conditions set forth in District Regulation 020.075 are met. (Reference 40 CFR 70.6 (g)(3)(i) – (iv).

O. Posting of Permit - This permit shall be posted on or near the equipment listed above. This permit shall be readily available for inspection at all times while the equipment is operating. (Reference Washoe County Regulation 030.240)

P. Maintenance of records - Any records of operation which will effect the potential of the source to emit air pollutants, such as fuel or products consumed, products produced, hours of operation, solvents or inks used in source operation must be maintained for a period of at least 5 years and made available to the control officer upon request. (Reference 40 CFR 70.6 (a)(3)(ii)(B)).

Q. Provision of Records - The permittee shall furnish, in a timely manner, any information or records requested by the Air Quality Division pertaining to emissions compliance, production records, equipment and facility operations, or other air quality related information. (Reference 40 CFR 70.6 (a)(6)(v)).
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R. Confidential Records - Any request for confidential designation of records must be made in writing to Control Officer as specified in District Regulation 020.055. (Reference 40 CFR 70.6 (a)(6)(v)).
 
S. Section 112(r) Compliance – MFG Galileo does not currently store any listed materials at quantities at or above thresholds which would require reporting under section 112(r). On that basis, no reporting is required at this time. If however, there is a time in the future when amounts of listed materials stored on site exceed the 112(r) reporting threshold, then at that time the operator shall prepare and submit an risk management plan To the State of Nevada in compliance with the applicable sections of 40 CFR 68 on or before the date such plan is required. (Reference 40 CFR 68 Subpart A)).

T. Terms - Terms not otherwise defined in the permit shall have the meanings assigned to such terms in the referenced regulations. (Reference 40 CFR 70.2 ).

U. Falsification - The permittee shall not knowingly falsify or render inaccurate any monitoring device or method of record required to be maintained or followed by this permit. (Reference Washoe County Regulation 030.216)

V. Asbestos Removal - The permittee shall comply with the provisions of District regulations 030.105 and 030.107 and 40 CFR Part 61, Subpart M (Asbestos) during any renovation or demolition activity at this facility. (40 CFR Part 61, Subpart M (Asbestos) ).

W. Stratospheric Ozone - The permittee shall comply with the standards for recycling and emissions reduction pursuant to 40 CFR Part 82, Subpart F Recycling and Emissions Reduction. (Reference 40 CFR Part 82, Subpart F).

X. Right to Enter ‑ Upon presentation of proper credentials and other documents as may be required by law and in accordance with constitutional limitations, the permittee shall allow the District, the Regional Administrator or any authorized representatives to perform the following (Reference 40 CFR 70.6 (c)(2)):


1. Enter upon the premises where an actual or potential source is located or where any records are kept as required to demonstrate compliance with the terms and conditions of this permit and to have access to and copy, at reasonable times, these records;


2. Inspect at any time while the plant is open for business or in production any facilities, equipment (including monitoring and control equipment), practices or operations regulated or required under this permit;


3. Sample or monitor any substances or parameters at any location and obtain and remove samples of any discharge or emission of pollutants. The permittee may conduct parallel sampling for verification purposes.

IV. Compliance Report Requirements: 
    A. Compliance Plan: Reference Washoe County Regulation 030.970(A) 

Insofar as the Permittee is currently in compliance, the compliance plan consists of continued 
adherence to the requirements of this permit and those requirements set forth in applicable 
regulations and statutes. The permittee shall submit a statement of compliance as required in 
section 030.970(A). The permittee shall also submit a compliance schedule, certification and
any other information as required to comply with the applicable provisions of 40 CFR 68. For
the purposes of the compliance certification reports, the permittee shall use, at a minimum,
the information obtained from the monitoring requirements of section VI of this permit.

B. Compliance Schedule:  Reference Washoe County Regulation 030.970(B)


Insofar as the Permittee is in compliance at the time of the issuance of this permit, no schedule is required to attain compliance.
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V. Emission Limitations and Controls: 
   A. Allowable Emissions ‑ Emissions of the following regulated pollutants from the source, not

Limits for CO, PM, NOx and Lead emission limits are Washoe County only enforceable. The overall source emissions shall be determined by adding composite manufacturing emissions including all composite product manufacturing related processes. Compliance with the annual emission limits as given above shall be determined on a running total for twelve months. Volatile Organics and Organic HAPs will be determined using the appropriate methods specified in 40 CFR 63 subpart WWWW. Combined emissions of HAPs (Styrene and Methyl Methacrylate for this facility) shall not total in excess of 22.8 tons per year. 

   B. Facility wide Emission Standards for VOCs 
   
Emissions of all Volatile Organic Compounds from VOC containing materials related to this process shall not exceed 22.8 tons per year. This limit shall apply to the total emissions of all the operations of this facility, including all the various process lines, and any coating or cleaning operations. This number shall not include emissions of organic chemicals, which are not defined as VOC (Volatile Organic Compounds) per EPA or District Regulation 010.146 (the definition of Volatile Organic Compounds). Emissions shall be calculated by approved methods, including the methods required in 40 CFR 63 Subpart WWWW for emissions from reinforced plastics manufacture, and mass balance methods for products such as coatings or adhesives which are not governed under 40 CFR 63 Subpart WWWW.[Reference District Synthetic Minor source permit A03-0043; 40 CFR 63, Subpart WWWW]

  C. Emission Standards for Hydrocarbon Storage Products used in the Composite Product Manufacturing Operations.  


Containers of resin, solvents, cleaners, coatings and other resin related organic products used at this facility must be covered whenever materials are not actively being added to or removed from the container, in order to minimize emissions. All volatile organic HAP material storage operations must be conducted in compliance with 40 CFR Subpart WWWW, Table 4, item 3. Waste solvents must be stored in tightly sealed containers, and any solvent laden rags must be stored in closed, fireproof containers. [Reference District Synthetic Minor source permit A03-0043; 40 CFR 63, Subpart WWWW]
D.  Opacity Limits [Washoe County Control Requirements pursuant to 040.005.A.]


Emissions from any single source shall not discharge into the atmosphere emissions which equal or exceed 20% opacity for a period aggregating 3 minutes in any one hour. Opacity shall be determined by a trained and qualified individual using the procedures for visual plume density evaluation using the methods specified in USEPA method 9 as stated in 40 CFR 60 Appendix. A. Readings will be taken as necessary on equipment during repair or maintenance, but not less than once per month. 
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E. Specific Requirements for Open Molding with Covered Cure  [Washoe County Air Quality District Regulation 030.750- Local District BACT requirements]


1. All resins with the exception of gelcoats shall be applied using mechanical, non-atomizing methods. 
2. The operator will vacuum seal all products under a plastic cover while the polyester resin is curing.

   F. Specific Requirements for Open Molding without Covered Cure  [40 CFR § 63 Subpart WWWW]

1. MFG Galileo shall demonstrate compliance with the standards of 40 CFR § 63 Subpart WWWW using the method specified in 40 CFR 63.5810 (c), which allows for compliance with a weighted average emission limit. The weighted average emission limit shall be calculated monthly based on a rolling 12 month calculation using the equation 3 specified in 40 CFR § 63.5810(c)(1), the actual weighted average Organic HAP emissions factor, shall be calculated per the equation 4 specified in 40 CFR § 63.5810(c)(2).
2. All resins with the exception of gelcoats shall be applied using mechanical, non-atomizing methods. For exceptional products where mechanical, non-atomizing methods are impractical, manual resin application will be allowed in conformance with MACT requirements. (Reference Washoe County Air Quality District Regulation 030.750- Local District BACT requirements).

3. If MFG Galileo decides to use a method of demonstrating compliance other than the one specified in 40 CFR 63.5810 (c) (facility wide averaging), notice of that change and the new option of compliance to be used shall be provided to the District Health Department in writing at least 10 days prior to the change. Once the change is made, MFG Galileo will comply with all the requirements of the new compliance method which was selected. Changes in method cannot be made retroactively for time periods in the past.
4. In order to determine the organic HAP content of resins and gel coats, MFG, Galileo may rely on information provided by the material manufacturer, such as manufacturer’s formulations data and material safety data sheets (MSDS), using the procedures specified in 40 CFR § 63.5797(a) through (c).
 G. Specific Exemptions for Closed Molding Processes (RTM Lite) and Vacuum Molding Infusion Processes (V RIM) [40 CFR § 63 Subpart WWWW]

  
The following operations are specifically excluded from any requirements of 40 CFR § 63 Subpart WWWW: application of mold sealing and release agents; mold stripping and cleaning; repair of parts that MFG Galileo did not manufacture, including non-routine manufacturing of parts; prepreg materials as defined in § 63.5935; nongel coat surface coatings; application of putties, polyputties, and adhesives; repair or production materials that do not contain resin or gel coat; research and development operations as defined in section 112(c)(7) of the CAA; polymer casting; and closed molding operations (except for  compression/injection molding). This would include the (RTM Lite) and Vacuum Molding Infusion Processes (V RIM) closed molding processes. 
   H.  Specific Requirements for Resin Mixing and Cleaning Operations - (40 CFR 63, Subpart WWWW)

All subject operations, including resin product mixing, product storage as well as equipment preparation and cleaning, must be done in compliance with the work practice standards of 40 CFR 63 Subpart WWWW, Table 4.

I.   Prohibited Emissions – Nuisance Odors [Washoe Co. Requirements pursuant to 040.055]

Emissions from the All the process lines and systems at MFG / Galileo shall not discharge or cause the discharge of odorous emissions which result in confirmed violations of District regulations Governing Air Quality Management, specifically Section 040.055 (nuisance odors). Upon confirmation of a violation of the odor regulation, the operator must submit a plan to reduce the odorous emissions within 30 days of the notice by the Control Officer. (Reference District Synthetic Minor source permit A03-0043).
J. Changes in Process Chemicals – For any future changes in the cleaning, coating, or resins or related materials that will be used in the process of manufacturing reinforced plastic products, for which copies of the MSDS have not been previously supplied to the District, the permittee shall provide notification of the change to the District before the facility begins use of the new product. The permittee shall provide MSDS or other product information upon request. No specific permit approval or revision shall be required from the District before changing or adding new products, but the permittee shall maintain a list of all materials in use, along with the VOC content, HAP content and other information necessary to determine the emissions from these products. (Reference District Synthetic Minor source permit A03-0043).

K.   Emissions Calculation Methodology  – Reinforced Plastics Manufacturing Processes – The permittee shall maintain records of the usage, VOC and HAP content of all resins, cleaning materials, mold release and other products consumed in the manufacturing process which contain VOC or HAP designated chemicals. The permittee shall calculate monthly VOC and HAP emissions 
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from all reinforced plastics manufacturing processes using the applicable methodologies as specified in 40 CFR 63 Subpart WWWW, specifically 40 CFR 63.5797 through 40 CFR 63.5810. All required records of materials consumption and VOC or HAP emissions, plus any records of operation which affect the potential of the source to emit air pollutants, such as fuels or products consumed, products produced, hours of operation, chemicals or supplies used in source operation, must be maintained for a period of at least 5 years and made available to the Control Officer upon request.  (Reference: 40 CFR 63 Subpart WWWW; District Synthetic Minor source permit A03-0043).

L.  Atomized Resin Applications – Application of any resin products, excluding any gelcoat materials, by atomizing spray type methods is prohibited. Non atomizing spray operations are allowed, and manual application of resins by brush shall also be allowed.  (Reference Washoe County Air Quality District Regulation 030.750- Local District BACT requirements).

M. Permitted Atomized Applications, Spray Booth Operations – For any volatile materials which may be applied by spraying or atomization such as gelcoat resins, paints, adhesives and cleaning materials, all such operations will be conducted within a spray booth or other enclosure approved by the Control Officer. Exhaust filters must be installed in the spray booth, and must cover all openings at all times whether the booth is in use or not. The spray booth filters must be in good operating condition, and must be changed as needed.  Extra filters amounting to 20 percent of the number of filters normally in use shall be kept on site as spares for repair and maintenance.   (Reference District Synthetic Minor source permit A03-0043).

N. Miscellaneous Plastic Parts Coatings MACT Compliance Tracking – The operator shall track the consumption of all coatings subject to 40 CFR 63 Subpart PPPP, the Miscellaneous Plastic Parts Coatings MACT. Tracking of the annual consumption of these materials shall be calculated on a monthly basis, using a rolling 12-month average, and reported quarterly as a part of the monthly reporting required under Section VI (B).Submission of this report to the District shall occur not more than 30 days after the end of each quarter. If the operator exceeds the 100-gallon per year applicability threshold, the permittee shall submit to the District written notice that 40 CFR 63 Subpart PPPP now applies to the facility within 60 days of exceeding the 100-gallon threshold. If three years or more remain on the life of this permit at the time the 100 gallon threshold is exceeded, the permit shall be re-opened and revised to include the applicable requirements of 40 CFR 63 Subpart PPPP as per the requirements of 40 CFR 70.6 (c) and Washoe County Regulations 030.960 (D) (1) (a). (Reference 40 CFR 63 Subpart PPPP, 40 CFR 70.6 (c) and District Synthetic Minor source permit A03-0043).
VI. Monitoring and Compliance  Pursuant to 40 CFR 70.6 (c) and Washoe County Regulations 030.218 & 030.9701​ This section fulfills the requirements of 030.960 (C) for periodic monitoring.
   A. General


1. Pursuant to District regulation 030.218, the Control Officer may require the permittee to provide any applicable data to demonstrate compliance with permit conditions.


2. Pursuant to District regulation 020.075, the permittee shall notify the Control Officer within two (2) hours after the occurrence or within two (2) hours of opening on the next business day of any event (upset, breakdown, or scheduled maintenance) resulting in excess emissions. A written report must be submitted to the Control Officer and the Regional Administrator within fifteen (15) days of the event. Phone notification of any event (upset, breakdown, or scheduled maintenance) resulting in excess emissions must be made to the Regional Administrator within 48 hours.

   B. Monitoring, Testing and Record Keeping ‑ The permittee shall record:


1.  Monitoring of Operations and Record Keeping ‑ The permittee shall keep a log recording the amount of HAP containing products used, both resins and other associated products. Compliance shall be calculated using formulas and procedures specified in 40 CFR 63.5810(c) for plastic part manufacturing operations for each calendar month. With the exception of reactive adhesives, volatile product materials not subject to the reinforced plastics MACT such as coatings, etc. shall be calculated using a mass balance method based on the volatile contents of the product. Emissions from reactive adhesives shall be calculated using the methods specified in 40 CFR 63 Subpart PPPP, Appendix A. The operator shall also keep records of materials needed to demonstrate compliance with 40 CFR 63.5915 and 40 CFR 63.5920 and 40 CFR 63.10(b)(2). The permittee shall furnish the District with a written report of plant emissions every calendar quarter, with total annual facility emissions calculated on a rolling 12-month basis. Submission of the report shall made to the District not more than 30 days after the end of each quarter.  The report shall also 
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include resin and related chemical usage as well as usage of all products subject to 40 CFR 63 Subpart PPPP, Miscellaneous Plastic Parts Coatings.  The operator shall also provide a semi-annual report to the Regional Administrator of Resin use, HAP emissions and any additional information required under 40 CFR 63 Subpart WWWW. (Reference Reinforced Plastics Composite manufacturing MACT Standard, 40 CFR 63.5805-5810, District Synthetic Minor Source Operating permit A03-0043)
2. Monthly Log:  The permitee shall keep a monthly log of all facility repair and maintenance operations. The owner shall certify that the log is true and correct. The log shall also include a record of all significant changes to the operation, including major maintenance and repair operations. The log shall be made available to the Control Officer upon request. (Reference District Synthetic Minor Source Operating permit A03-0043)3. Annual Throughput Figures: The annual throughput/consumption figures must be submitted in writing to the A.Q.M.D. no later than the 20th of the month, approximately 6 weeks prior to the expiration date of the permit. The quarterly report described in Section VI (B)(1) of this permit above may be used to meet the annual throughput report requirement, so long as it contains all necessary annual consumption data for permit billing purposes. (Reference District Synthetic Minor Source Operating permit A03-0043)
4. Data Files: The operator shall keep the following records for a period of at least 5 years. The records shall on hand and available for inspection at the facility as per the requirements of 40 CFR 63.5915: 

a. Copies of each notification report submitted;

b. Records related to start up, shutdown and malfunction;

c. Records of each performance test, design and performance evaluations if required;

d. All data, assumptions and calculations used by the operator to determine organic HAP factors or average HAP contents for operations listed in 40 CFR 63 Subpart 63  Table 3 or Table 7;

e. A certified statement that the facility complies with the applicable work practice standards specified in 40 CFR 63 Subpart 63  Table 4

   C. Compliance Reporting & Certification 


1. Annual Emissions Report and Certification Statement


In order to demonstrate compliance with the provisions of this permit, the permittee shall submit an Annual Emissions Report and Certification Statement by April 1 of each year describing the emissions of regulated pollutants for the previous calendar year, pursuant to Washoe County Regulations 030.219 and 030.970.The compliance statement shall address each term or condition of operation on an item by item basis. The compliance statement shall contain the following:


a) Identification of each term or condition of operation that is the basis for certification.


b) The compliance status of the facility with respect to each term or condition of operation and a statement that the operator will continue to comply with such requirements.


c) Whether the compliance with each term or condition of operation was continuous or intermittent. 


d) The method(s) used for determining the compliance status of the source including a description of monitoring, record keeping and reporting requirements, and test methods.


e) For any term or condition of operation for which the source is not in compliance, the source must submit a compliance schedule and a narrative description of how the source will achieve compliance with such requirements as described in 030.970 (B) of these regulations. 


f) For any source for which the Control Officer has established requirements for progress reports on compliance schedules, the source must provide these progress reports in a timely manner and address dates milestones and other activities that have been specified by the Control Officer. The progress report shall also include the dates on which any milestones were achieved and an explanation of any dates or milestones that were not or are not expected to be met, why they were not met and any corrective actions to be taken as a result.


g) Any other specific information needed to determine compliance as required by the Control Officer.


h) A certification of the truth, accuracy and completeness of the compliance statement by a responsible official.



i) Any additional requirements as may be specified pursuant to sections 114(a) and 504(b) of the Act.
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All Statements of compliance must be made in writing to both the EPA Administrator as well as to the Control Officer. Failure to submit a statement of compliance in a timely manner may result in citation, penalties, suspension or revocation of the Part 70 permit.  ((Reference 40 CFR 70.6 (c)(1); Clean Air Act (1990 Revisions)  Section 182 (a)(3)(b) and Section 184 (b)(2)). (Reference District Synthetic Minor Source Operating permit A03-0043)
2. Semi-Annual Emissions Monitoring Report and Certification Statement

In order to demonstrate compliance with the provisions of 40 CFR 70.6(a) (3), the permittee shall submit a report to the Control Officer of any required monitoring at least every 6 months. These reports shall be submitted by April 1 for the period of August 1 - January 31 and on September 1 for the period of February 1 - July 31. All instances of non-compliance with the permit shall be clearly identified. At a minimum, the report shall include the following:

1) A certified statement that all resins and gelcoats used meet organic HAP limits as per 63.5895(c)  of the Reinforced Plastics Composite manufacturing MACT (40 CFR 63 Subpart WWWW).
2) A summary report of any emission exceedance, deviation from applicable limits or work practice standards. If such deviations or non-compliance occurred, the report shall contain the number, duration, and cause of the deviations, including the corrective actions taken shall be included. If no deviations or non-compliance occurred, a statement that no deviations occurred will be submitted. This reporting will be made as required in 40 CFR 63.5910(c) of the Reinforced Plastics Composite manufacturing MACT (40 CFR 63 Subpart WWWW).

3) Copies of any opacity readings made by MFG Galileo pursuant to section V (D) of this permit.

4) Certification of compliance with the MACT work practice standards required by 40 CFR 63 Subpart WWWW and the terms of this permit.
5) A certification of the truth, accuracy and completeness of the monitoring report statement by a responsible official, consistent with 40 CFR 70.5(c).

D. Fee Payment
**
Permit fees shall be assessed by the District and paid by the permittee pursuant to Washoe County Regulations 030.300‑030.330, based on the Annual Emissions Report submitted in compliance with Part VI.C. of this permit.

VII. Permit Term  Pursuant to 40 CFR § 70.6(a)(1) and District Regulation 030.910

  
This permit shall be valid for a period of five (5) years from the date of issuance.

VIII. Permit Expiration and Renewal Pursuant to District Regulation 030.9201


The right to operate terminates on the permit expiration date. If a written application for renewal of the permit is submitted at least six (6) months (but not more than 12 months) prior to expiration, the permittee may continue to operate equipment in accordance with the conditions of the previous Title V permit until final action is taken by the District on the permit renewal application. The terms of operation specified in this permit shall govern facility operations during the interim period before the District takes action on the renewal application.

IX.  Permit Modifications Pursuant to 40 CFR §70.7(d) and (e) and District Regulation 030.950

  
This permit may be modified to reflect changes in operation, procedure, ownership or other provisions as necessary. Any modification other than normal repair and maintenance, or any change which is not allowed under the operation of this permit or District regulation 030.950, shall require a revised or new Permit. If a new or revised permit is required, the operator shall make application to the Control Officer and follow the procedures as specified in District Regulation 030.950.
