 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1MINOR PERMIT REVISION DESCRIPTION

This minor permit revision (MPR) provides an express construction schedule for Freeport-McMoRan Morenci, Inc. (FMMI) to install the fabric filter dust collectors (FFDCs) on conveyor belt transfer points from DC1 to P8, P2 to P4, P4 to P5, and P5 to P6 as authorized by the Class I Operating Permit #42474.  This MPR also provides a time frame for demonstrating initial compliance with the outlet grain loading of each FFDC.  This change meets all the requirements for a MPR outlined in A.A.C. R-18-2-319.A.

The Permittee shall not allow the emissions of PM or PM10 from the fabric filter dust collectors listed in Conditions III.B.2.e.(1) and III.B.2.f below to exceed 0.004 gr/dscf.
The following condition III.B.2.e in Attachment “B” of Operating Permit # 42474 shall be revised to read as:

III.B.2.e.(1)
The Permittee shall install the FFDCs on conveyor transfer points DC1 to P8 (process #001-007), P2 to P4 (process #001-013), P4 to P5 (process #001-014), and P5 to P6 (process #001-015) by no later than May 30, 2009.

III.B.2.e.(2)
Prior to  installation of FFDCs on conveyor transfer points as indicated  in condition III.B.2.e.(1) above, the Permittee shall to the extent practicable, at all times, including periods of startup, shutdown, and malfunction, maintain and operate the water spray system on the following conveyor transfer points: DC1 to P8 (process #001-007), P2 to P4 (process #001-013), P4 to P5 (process #001-014), and P5 to P6 (process #001-015) in a manner consistent with good air pollution control practice for minimizing particulate matter emissions.

At all times, after installation of FFDCs on conveyor transfer points as indicated in condition III.B.2.e.(1), including periods of startup, shutdown, and malfunction, the Permittee shall, to the extent practicable, maintain, and operate FFDCs for the following conveyor transfer points:  DC1 to P8 (process #001-007), P2 to P4 (process #001-013), P4 to P5 (process #001-014), and P5 to P6 (process #001-015) in a manner consistent with good air pollution control practice for minimizing particulate matter emissions.

Condition III.B.3.c of Attachment “B” of Operating Permit #42474 shall be read as follows:

III.B.3.c
Opacity Monitoring Requirements

The Permittee shall conduct the opacity monitoring requirements for all emission units, other than the emission units R4 to R5 and R5 to R6 conveyors (process #003-080), conveyor DC2 to P9 & from P9 to P10 conveyor, and DC2 to P5 conveyor (process #001-225) and the emission units listed in Conditions III.B.2.e.(1) and III.B.2.f above, as per Condition I.D.

Existing condition III.B.4.d of Attachment “B” of Operating Permit #42474 shall be replaced by the following new conditions III.B.4.d and III.B.4.e:

III.B.4.d
The Permittee shall conduct initial performance tests for PM and PM10 on the stacks of fabric filter dust collectors listed in Condition III.B.2.e.(1) above within 60 days of achieving the maximum production rate through each transfer point, but no later than 180 days of the initial start up of the FFDCs.  EPA Reference Method 5 in 40 CFR 60, Appendix A and EPA Reference Method 202 specified in 40 CFR 51, Appendix M shall be used to determine emissions of PM.  All particulate matter measured by the above reference method shall be considered to have an aerodynamic diameter less than 10 microns.  The performance test shall be used to demonstrate compliance with the limits in Condition III.B.1.b.(4).  Subsequent tests shall be conducted in the 3rd and 5th year of the permit term.

III.B.4.e
The Permittee shall conduct performance tests for PM and PM10 on the stacks of fabric filter dust collectors listed in Condition III.B.2.f above in the first year of the permit term.  EPA Reference Method 5 in 40 CFR 60, Appendix A and EPA Reference Method 202 specified in 40 CFR 51, Appendix M shall be used to determine emissions of PM.  All particulate matter measured by the above reference method shall be considered to have an aerodynamic diameter less than 10 microns.  The performance test shall be used to demonstrate compliance with the limits in Condition III.B.1.b.(4).  Subsequent tests shall be conducted in the 3rd and 5th year of the permit term.
