This application is for the purpose of changing the Title V facility permit, based on the specific changes identified under other applications in this report.

HISTORY

The subject applications have a validated receipt date of 9/14/11.
A/N 527252 was submitted for a modification to an existing storage tank without first obtaining a Permit to Construct (P/O no P/C).  The tank capacity has been increased from 10,000 to 12,925 gallons.  Additionally, the applicant has requested that the asphalt brand name “Paramount Self-Seal” be removed from the equipment description.  The total horsepower rating of the equipment will also be removed as it is repetitive of the existing description.
No change in existing throughput condition is proposed, therefore, no change in emissions is expected.  The evaluation will be for a P/O, and the 50% penalty, for P/O without prior P/C, will be waived based on the current provisions of Rule 310.1 (Amnesty for Unpermitted Equipment and Small Business Discount for Control Equipment), as requested by the applicant.

A/N 527253 was originally submitted as a modification to correct the asphalt tank designations vented to this ESP.  Upon review it has been determined that this is actually an administrative change only.  Therefore, the designation of this application will be changed to an administrative change of condition, without a change in emissions.

A/N 527254 was submitted for the purpose of changing the Title V facility permit based on the changes described above.

The facility produces asphalt roofing products.  The subject equipment stores and controls asphalt fume emissions.
EVALUATION

There is no proposed change in the process weight rate.  The previous emission evaluations were based on source test results, with emission calculations based on lbs of pollutant per ton of asphalt processed through the tanks.  No separate calculation of breathing loss and operating losses were performed.  Therefore, there will be no change to the previous NSR emission values, and are summarized as follows:
