PROCESS DESCRIPTION

This facility is in the business of meat and poultry processing and rendering.
The subject equipment replacements/upgrades are part of PROCESS 2, SYSTEM 3 Inedible Dry Rendered Products Handling and Separation System.
EVALUATION

The equipment replacements include one additional conveyor.  Based on Process Flow Diagram 9, provided by the applicant, the additional conveyor is used to bypass a screen (i.e. no previous conveyor to bypass the screen), therefore the material will pass through no more transfer points than the prior system configuration.  As a result there is no change to previous emissions.

Note: Only ROG was considered in the evaluation of previous emissions (P/O F96670, A/N 458879), and the PM emissions were not moved forward from the permit previous (P/O D37914, A/N 149123), considered a District error.  Previous PM/PM10 emissions will be corrected for P/O F96670, A/N 458879, and the following are considered to be the unchanged previoius emissions from this equipment:
