Please find the enclosed draft permit and statement of basis for the Coso Geothermal Project that is located in the north central section of the Inyo County portion of China Lake Naval Air Weapons Station.  The facility consists of nine (9) geothermal power plants, which produce a total of 234 megawatts of electric power, and an associated well field.  The pollutant for which the Title V permit is required is hydrogen sulfide (H2S), a listed regulated pollutant in the Clean Air Act.  The permit requires Best Available Control Technology for H2S emissions.

Several District-approved documents will be included in the Title V permit by reference.  These supporting documents, listed below with the permit conditions for which they apply, are included with this draft permit and will be made available to the public during the comment period following your review.
