Newmont Mining Corporation - Twin Creeks Mine (Twin Creeks) submitted a Class I permit minor modification application on March 1, 2012 to the Nevada Division of Environmental Protection, Bureau of Air Pollution Control (NBAPC), for their existing Class I (Title V) air quality operating permit AP1041-0723.02.  Twin Creeks’ permit minor modification application defaulted administratively complete on March 15, 2012.  In this permit minor modification application, Twin Creeks is requesting to:

Modify System 06 – Laboratory Sample Preparation Circuit

Add a jaw crusher/rotary splitter (S2.047).

Add a laboratory drying oven (S2.048)

c. 
Add two pulverizers (S2.049 and S2.050)

d.
Remove laboratory roll crusher (S2.006)

e.
Remove laboratory jaw crusher (S2.007)

f.
Remove screen (S2.011) – Removed during renewal, now removing reference.
The addition of the equipment will not increase the throughput of System 06 or increase the flow rate of the baghouse, therefore there is no change in emission associated with System 06.

The BAPC case log number for this application is 12AP0353.  The facility consists of metallic mineral ore processing, which includes the following operations: mining, heap leaching, ore handling, crushing and autoclaving, milling, gold recovery, carbon treatment and reactivation, refining and other required support activities.  

Twin Creeks mine is located in Humboldt County, north of Interstate 80 between Elko and Winnemucca, Nevada; and approximately 35 miles northeast of Golconda, Nevada. The facility operations are located in Hydrographic Area 66 – Kelley Creek Area.  The principal operation is metal mining and the processing of gold ores.

The NBAPC has reviewed the application and has made a preliminary determination to issue the minor modification of Class I AP41041-0723.02.
