Statement of Basis:

1.  Placer County Air Pollution Control District issues this permit pursuant to District Rule 507 Section 402.2(s), in compliance with the Title IV of the Federal Clean Air Act and 40 CFR Parts 72 – 78.
2.  The permit covers the Roseville Electric (the Electric Department of the City of Roseville) natural gas combined cycle power plant at the Roseville Energy Park, located in Roseville, California, in Township 11 North, Range 5 East, Section 23.  The plant is rated at 120 MW, with a peaking capacity of 160 MW.  The plant includes two (2) natural gas fired combustion turbines, natural gas fired duct burners, and steam turbine.  Nitrogen oxides (NOx) and carbon monoxide (CO) emissions are controlled with the use of dry-low-NOx combustors, oxidation catalyst, and selective catalytic reduction.

Emission Requirements:
3.  Sulfur dioxide (SO2) emissions allowances must be obtained, according to procedures established in regulations under Title IV of the Federal Clean Air Act, for SO2 emissions from the two (2) natural gas fired turbines.  Nitrogen oxides (NOx) allowances are not required.
Permit Application:
4.  The attached permit application is incorporated by reference into this permit.

Additional Requirements:

5.  This permit does not allow the use of SO2 emission allowances as a defense for noncompliance with any applicable federal or District requirement.

6.  This permit does not relieve the permittee of the responsibility to conduct, maintain, and operate in compliance with all applicable Federal or District requirements.
