D449 – BIN, J1-BIN1, CLINKER STORAGE BUILDING, 485’ L. X 125’ W. X 95’ H., 685,000 CU.FT., WITH 80% SOLID SCREEN MATERIAL TO ENCLOSE THE WEST END.
A/N 501603 (RECLAIM/Title V permit revision)
This application is for the purpose of incorporating the changes to the RECLAIM/Title V facility permit as a result of the changes requested in the other application in this report.

HISTORY

Chronology

March 6, 2009 – Rule 1156 amendment date which includes the date by which the clinker material and storage handling meets certain requirements by September 8, 2009.

July 1, 2009 – E-mail from Tracy Goss, to Gary Thornberry, responding to an earlier telephone call from Mr. Thornberry.  The e-mail advised that Tracy spoke to Brian Yeh (Senior Engineering Manager), who confirmed that a permit application is required for the Rule 1156 requirement.

July 1, 2009 – Date of Judge Netting, Inc. proposal to provide dust control screen for clinker bin.

July 6, 2009 – Date of cover letter from G. Thornberry, to District Permit Services, for submittal of application to modify clinker bin.
July 8, 2009 – A/N 500359 validated receipt date.
July 16, 2009 – A/N 500359 received by R. Hawrylew.

August 6, 2009 – Date of cover letter, from Curt Coleman, to the District Clerk of the Boards filing for a Short Variance as CPCC will be in violation of Rule 1156 after September 8, 2009.

August 19, 2009 – Date of e-mail from R. Hawrylew, to G. Thornberry, advising that the application will be processed as a Rule 1156 Plan application.  (This was proposed in order to process the application in a more expeditious manner, by avoiding the 45-day EPA review period.)  Other information was also requested in this message.

Same date – Mr. Thornberry replied, by e-mail, and emphasized that this application is for a P/C and not a plan.  He included the other information previously requested.

August 20, 2009 – Date of e-mail from R. Hawrylew, to G. Thornberry, advising that we will process the application for P/C, but I needed a completed application (Form 400-A) for the RECLAIM/Title V permit revision, and completed Title V Application Certification form (500-A2).
August 21, 2009 – Date of cover letter from G. Thornberry, submitting the completed forms requested above.

August 28, 2009 – A/N 501603 received by R. Hawrylew.

September 1, 2009 – A/N’s 500359 and 501603 accepted in the District’s data base, by R. Hawrylew.  Evaluation and processing of the applications, were initiated, by R. Hawrylew, on this date.

September 7, 2009 – Date of e-mail from B. Yeh, to R. Hawrylew, D. Richards, and H. Wilson, advising, based on a discussion with M. Nazemi, to comply with the requirements of Rule 1156, a change of condition application, and not a modification is necessary.
A/N 500359 was submitted to add permit conditions, for the Clinker Storage Building (Device D449), to ensure compliance with the requirements of Rule 1156(d)(5)(C)(i).  The provisions of Rule 1156(d)(5)(C)(ii,iii,iv) for storage of material, adjacent to the building, are also required.
California Portland Cement staff, recently submitted a variance request as the required date for compliance with Rule 1156 is September 8, 2009.  The project was expected to be completed within 45 days of the start date.
A/N 501603 was submitted to incorporate the changes to the RECLAIM/Title V facility permit based on the changes requested in the other application in this report.

The following compliance activity was found in District records of the past 5 years:

PROCESS DESCRIPTION
The facility is in the business of producing gray Portland cement.  The plan application is applicable to the storage buiding (D449), with the requirement to enclose a majority of the open end, based on Rule 1156 requirements.
EVALUATION

Since the addition of the covering and more care during handling of adjacent clinker storage is the subject of this modification, the NSR emissions will be unchanged from the previous permit unit evaluation.  Therefore, NSR emissions will remain unchanged, and are summarized as follows:

PM10 emission only:

R1: (hourly, uncontrolled)

R2: (hourly, controlled)
