First, thank you for the notice in the mail.  I appreciate being notified of the upcoming meeting and information on where we can write and mail our concerns.  I am extremely guilty of not doing my due diligence when it comes to expressing my concerns and great disappointment in the air quality and gas emissions in and around our Wilmington area. 

Question:  What are the air quality standards for the Wilmington area and how frequently are they checked?  Are the standards the same of all of the South Bay Area?

Complaint:  I have lived in the Wilmington area for over 20 years now and feel the quality of air is getting worse each and every year.  It is nearly impossible for me to leave my windows open during the evening to let fresh air in.  At least 2 or 3 times a week, if my windows are open, I wake up between 12:30 a.m. and 1:30 a.m. by the nauseating smell of the gases being released (sometimes as early as 11:30 p.m.).  At times it is so bad that I get a metallic-like taste in my mouth.  This heavy pollution can’t possible be within the acceptable standards.  What health issues are these emissions causing?  Something to think about.  Does anyone who monitors the air quality in our area actually live here, I would be interested in knowing  the answer.

Please help clean up our pollution and give us the opportunity to sleep peacefully knowing that the air we are breathing is clean and healthy.  I lived in Torrance for over 25 years and never experienced anything like this.
