Good afternoon, Linda, 
 
Thank you for submitting this addendum and the original Tech Memo referenced below.   
 
EPA has reviewed these documents and generally concurs with your evaluation and findings.  These findings include the 
following conclusions: 

 
- Zone B2 contamination at the TRW Microwave Site may be at least partially attributed to off-site sources, 

including the Philips Site at 811 Arques Avenue; 
 

- Demonstration of contaminant pathways from off-site sources using Environmental Sequence Stratigraphy; 
 
- Recommendation that well 38-C (Zone A), T-17B, T-4B, and T-9B (Zone B1), and T-10C (Zone B2), shown to 

be impacted by off-site sources, not be used to evaluate on-site contamination concentration trends or 
effectiveness of on-site remediation; 
 

- Data analysis that supports the reclassification of existing downgradient well T-9C to a Zone B3 well, which 
will continue to be monitored annually;  
 

- Additional source area remediation activities, including source area excavation and enhanced anaerobic 
bioremediation injections, which have resulted in improved downgradient groundwater quality; and 
 

- Need for continued monitoring to evaluate trends in groundwater concentrations and assess the need for 
additional remedial action. 

 
We look forward to continuing to work with you on this important project.
