Meeting Summary 
 
The discussion followed the issues and general timing as presented in the meeting agenda. 
Dr. Stallworth convened the meeting and explained the SAB Hypoxia Advisory Panel will 
operate under the Federal Advisory Committee Act.  Dr. Dale reviewed the agenda.    
There were no requests for public comment.    
 
Dr. Dale then led the HAP in a discussion of the Draft Advisory posted 7-24-07 beginning 
with Chapter 1 and ending with Chapter 4, Section 4.4.  With each successive section, 
panelists were asked to describe what revisions, if any, were made since the New Orleans 
meeting (June 13-15, 2007) and what revisions still need to be made in light of the public 
comments posted at http://www.epa.gov/sab/panels/hypoxia_adv_panel.htm.   
 
In discussing Chapters 1 – 4, panelists touched on issues such as metrics for N and P, 
characterization of uncertainty, the differences in results between the SPARROW model 
and calculations of Net Anthropogenic Nitrogen Input (NANI), and data on fertilizer sales.

• Dr. Howarth was assigned to look at Section 2.1.7 on Denitrification to see if any of 
the public comments warrant a revision. 

• Dr. Blumberg volunteered to revise Section 2.1.9 on Current State of Forecasting.   
• Dr. Crumpton was assigned to revise Section 3.1 on Temporal Characteristics. 
• Dr. Simpson will suggest language to strengthen Section 3.2 on Mass Balance of 

Nutrients.   
• Dr. Meyer will re-examine Section 3.3 on Nutrient Transport Processes in light of 

public comments.  
• Dr. Mankin will revise Section 3.4 on Ability to Route and Predict Nutrient 

Delivery.   
• Howarth will revise Section 4.2 on Setting Targets for N and P Reduction.   
• Dr. Opaluch will suggest revisions for Section 4.3 on Protecting Water Quality and 

Social Welfare.
