“However, ecosystem services analysis is a particularly well-established (and broadly applied) 
framework that emphasizes linkages between changes in ecological outcomes and changes in public 
welfare.  In general, ecosystem services analysis involves collaboration between natural and social 
scientists in order to quantitatively link changes in ecological goods and services to changes in social 
welfare.”
